This year we have chosen a social studies
theme for the fall, “Travel the USA .” Our giant corn maze will allow you to “travel” all 50 states and
learn about major monuments, state parks, etc. Our mini corn maze is all about the great state of
Alaska.

Our program is ideal for students in Pre-K through 7™ grade. Besides the maze, the classroom topic
this year is corn.
